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Interview with the first Dean of the Faculty of Science,
Dr. Mubarak Al-Obeidi

With acareer spanning over 30
years, Mubarak al-Obeidi has
had an illustrious career in the
world of academia. Hewasthe
first lecturer, first professor and
first dean in the Department of
Scienceat Kuwait University, and
he is the author of 25 scientific
papersaswell asthefounder of
the Kuwait Chemists Society. He
has participated in more than 55
scientific activities, which include
international conferences and
seminars, and he documented
his experiences in his memoir
“My Story with the University”,
which took him 3 yearsto write.
Essentially, the memoir tellshis
life story, recounting the fact
that he received his PhD from
the University of Cambridge
and that he trained under Nobel
laureate Lord Alexander Todd.
The book also explains why
he remained loyal to the field
of education despite countless
offersto leaveit.

Not content with just being an
important scientific figure in his
community, Dr al-Obeidi has
also made his opinions known
regarding the government’s policy
towards higher education, human
development and admission
conditionsfor the university. His
ideasfor an evening university
led to the establishment of
BoubyanCollege, which took
advantage of several existing
university buildings.
Hisjourney with the university
began when he was offered a
teaching job by Anwar Abdullah
Al-Nouri, who wasthe Secretary-
General of theuniversity at the
time. Dr a-Obedi was very
eager to start, as his previous
archetypal job in the Ministry
of Electricity and Water had
not satisfied him completely.
As part of his deal with the
university, he would serve as
ateaching assistant for ayear
before going abroad to earn
his PhD and then returning to
continue as alecturer.

When he was appointed as a
teaching assistant on the 24t of
September 1966, the university
was still not open to the public,
andit took alot of work to have

Kuwait University officially
open on the 27" of November
1966 under the auspices of HH
Sheikh Sabah Al-Salem Al-Sabah.
Moreover, Dr Al-Obeidi isproud
of the fact that he was the first
Kuwaiti scholarly figure to meet
HH Sheikh Jaber Al-Ahmed
Al-Sabah and gain histrust and
respect. At the Emir’srequest,
Dr Al-Obeidi helped prepare
notes pertaining to Kuwait and
itsinternational relations, OPEC
and the Iran-1raq war.

Dr. Al-Obeidi spent 3 yearsin
the University of Cambridge
along with Abdullah Al-Nafisi
and Abdullah Al-Muhanna.
When he became a lecturer in
Kuwait University in 1970, he
was the only Kuwaiti as the
other members of the teaching
board were Egyptians. At the
time, there were only two
universities in the Gulf Arab
countries: Kuwait University
and King Saud University in
Riyadh. Dr. Al-Obeidi presented
his suggestions for improving
the teaching board selection
method to HH Sheikh Jaber
Al-Ahmed, who wasvisiting the
university accompanied by Dr.
Hasan Al-Ibrahim. In 1974,he
was promoted from Dean of
the faculty of Science to the
position of Associate Professor
and in 1981 he was promoted
to Professor after publishing a
number of research papers.
Dr. Al-Obeidi considers Kuwait
University to be animport from
the Egyptian education model,
which although successful, came
with afair share of
advantages and
disadvantages.
He found stiff
competition from
his Egyptian
colleagues for
the position of
the Dean of the
Faculty of Science
butintheend, he
persevered and
was awarded the
job. Dr. Al-Obeidi
has also specified
that he has been
involved in every
aspect of University
life, especially

during times of trouble, which
included:

On the occasion of the 45"
Anniversary sincethe University
was established, we had an
exclusive interview with
Professor and Doctor Mubarak
Soud Al-Obeidi to share with
us the memories of hisjourney
at Kuwait University.

1. In your capacity as the first
Dean and the first professor at
thefaculty of Sciencein Kuwait
University, what are your most

opened itsdoors
tothepublicyet.
Consequently,
the employees
and the faculty
members were
eager to prepareas
much aspossible
to ensureasmooth
opening for the
university. During
thispreparation
period, the
Secretary-General
Abdul Fattah
Ismail gave me permission to
sign some documents on his
behalf, and unfortunately his
office caught fire but we were able
to contain it and fix the problem
before the opening date. Kuwait
University officiallycame into
being on the morning of the 27"
of November 1966, under the
auspices of HH Sheikh Sabah
Al-Salem Al-Sabah, who gave
a memorable opening speech:
“Inthe Name of God almighty,
we open Kuwait University for
it to be a beacon of education
and scientific research and to
safeguard our renai ssance from
stagnation. We will usethe minds
of the sons and daughters to
advance our nation”.

Another important moment of
that event is when Khaled Al-

Masoud, Minister of Education
and President of the University,
gave hisspeechinwhich he said:
“Inthehistory of anation, there
are certain dayswhose memories
forever imprint themselves upon
the hearts of thecitizens, and in
Kuwait there have been three
such days and including today
they will be four. They are:
1) The day oil was discovered
2) The day we achieved our
independence
3) The day that the National
Assembly of Kuwait was
established
4) And today, Kuwait University
has officially opened its doors
to the public”.
Although the laboratories were
not completely ready, our students
were eager to begintheir studies
and so the University borrowed
the missing equipment and
materials from the Ministry of
Education. When the President
of Lebanon Charles Helou
visited Kuwait University, | was
personally introduced to him by
Professor Abdul Fattah Ismail as
| wasthe only Kuwaiti lecturer
at the time.HH Sheikh Sabah,
who was accompanying the
President during the tour, said
that we should hurry and finish
our PhDs so that we can become
members of the teaching board
as soon as possible. Around
thistime, | received an offer of
admission for doctoral study to
threeuniversities: UC Berkeley,
University of Birmingham and
the University of Cambridge. |
chosethe University of Cambridge
and | graduated
with my PhD
in 1970,
returning to
Kuwait to
become the
first Kuwaiti
member of
theuniversity
teaching
board.
2. When
and how
did you seek
employment
in Kuwait
University?
Beforejoining
the University,

| was employed as a chemist
within the Ministry Of Electricity
and Water, and specifically
my job was at the first water
distillation plant situated near
the Shuwaikh port. | was not
fulfilled by the routine tasks
this job had to offer, which
was limited to the analysis of
the country’s drinking water to
make sureit wasin accord with
international regulations. | was
initially afraid of rejection, but
thankfully, the university sent a
written request to the Minister of
Electricity and Water Abdullah
Al-Sumait and succeeded in
convincing him to transfer me
to Kuwait University. This an
important milestonein my life,
for had the Minister not agreed to
my transferal, | would not have
reached my full potentials.

3. When you assumed the
position of dean of the faculty
of Science, whatwere the most
important issues that you had
to deal within order to elevate
the academic standing of the
university?

In 1970, | returned from UK
with my PhD and joined the
Chemistry department as the first
Kuwaiti faculty member. At the
time, the university curriculum
was similar to the Egyptian
academical system where a
student would graduate with a
degree specialized in two fields.
| was opposed to thissystem as
it was reminiscent of certain
universitiesthat were outdated.
| made my opinion known to
HH Sheikh Jaber Al-Ahmed

out to do. These feelings were
reflected formally in the speech
HH Sheikh Jaber Al-Ahmed
Al-Sabah gave to the National
Assembly of Kuwait in 1970,
where he emphasized on the
need to review the university
system and methods so that it
would be onitsway to becoming
the bastion of knowledge and
researchinitially envisioned by
its founders.

| was appointed as Dean of the
faculty of Science on the 9" of
September 1972, and 8 months
later | decided toreformtheold
university system so that students
graduating from the faculty of
Science will hold degrees in
a single field. In addition, new
majors were added including
Organic Chemistry, Microbiology,
Computer Science, Statistics
and Marine Biology.

4. What were your key decisions
that had apositive effect on the
university?

AsDean of thefaculty of Science,
the percentage of Kuwaitisin
the faculty was less than 5%,
so | had to work outside my
department in order to easethe
barriersin that regard without
compromising the quality of
the teaching. | presented alist
of proposed reforms to HH
Sheikh Jaber Al-Ahmed Al-Sabah
regarding the university, which
included the consolidation of
national competence in the field
of scientific research, modifying
the salaries of the faculty members
and aiding qualified individuals
in overcoming obstaclesin the
university’s recruitment.
Regarding the scientific curriculum
of the science department, the
decision which | cherishisthe
decision to develop and modernize
the existing academic system
and to increasing the number
of disciplines being offered at
Kuwait University in 1973.

5. During that period, what were
thefactorsthat allowed Kuwait
University to be unique?
When the university wasfounded
in 1966, the university founder
Dr. Abdul Fattah Ismail chose
the elite of the faculty staff,
characterized by their knowledge,
sense of responsibility and the
roles they played in Kuwaiti
society. Kuwaitis will always
remain grateful for theimmense
contributions of the Egyptian
professors, even proudly saluting
them whenever they saw them

in public as they deserved the
utmost respect.

| remember that when | became
the first Kuwaiti member of
the faculty, the students were
very proud of the fact. After
completing my PhD, | headed
to the Kuwaiti embassy in
London to inform Ambassador
Sheikh Salem Al-Sabah Al-
Salem Al-Sabah and hewas so
happy that he started clapping
and expressed his joy that we
finally had a Kuwaiti with a
post-doctoral degree. In Kuwait
University’s first period, there
was ahigh sense of responsibility
and |leadership.

1. What werethe obstaclesthat
you encountered during your
time at the university, and how
did you overcome them?

In the beginning,| encountered
some problems because of my
criticisms of the university>s
senior management, but | overcame
them by carrying out my duties
with the highest dedication and
work ethics. When | was chosen
to be the Dean of the Faculty
of Science,| faced an obstacle
in the form of an influential
faculty member who wanted my
new position, and so hetried to
sabotage my reputation during
the first week. Thankfully, by
the will of God,l was able to
disrupt his schemes,however
there were more obstacles to
come. In 1975, | was unjustly
accused by a senior member of
being behind the faculty strike
to further my own benefit. I
dealt with them by evoking our
Prophet’s (PBUH) treatment of
those who hurt or insulted him.
As the old sayings go: “The
pleasure of forgivenessis better
than the pleasure of revenge’
and that “ The ugliest acts of the
capable person isrevenge.”
v.Who werethepeoplethat have
influenced you during your time
at the university?

| had avery closefriend whom
| met inthe 1950s, and although
there was an age gap, socia
background, our friendship was
built on brotherly love and advice.
While | was at Cambridge, he
visited me several times and
it was joyful to hear his voice
and conversewith him. Hewas
a kind and generous person,
always giving to the poor and
needy. | was touched by his
strong principles and values. |
was with him in Mecca when
he had an appointment with a

Meccan and that person didn’t
show up. Abu Bader told me: «
let us go to his house « and so
wewent there, only to be greeted
by hisfriend. Abu Bader asked
him why he didn’t come, and
the man responded by saying
that he had his parents to take
care of,, which took up most of
his time and thisiswhy | was
late for our appointment.

Abu Bader has been a close
friend, and he has always
conducted himself with qualities
of generosity, kindnessand loyalty.
| accompanied him to the doctor
once for a routine check-up,
and although he seemed fine,
I woke up the next day to find
that he had passed away. | was
deeply saddened by his death,
but | was glad that it was not
painful unlike my son Saleh’s
death by car accident.

A. What are your thoughtson
your ¥- yearsjourney in Kuwait
University?

My journey with Kuwait University
created the best years of my life.
However, they were also aseries
of struggles for me, as | tried
to raise the academic standing
of the university and improve
its international reputation.
Having studied at Cambridge, |
continuously drew comparisons
between my alma mater and
Kuwait University, and | strove
toimproveasmuch as| could.
| al'so witnessed a struggle for
control of the universitywithin
Kuwaiti society, whichitself is
deeply rooted intribalism. My
one main sorrow isthe lack of
appreciation and loyalty from
the people who I sacrificed the
most for.

s0 A yearshavepassed sinceKuwait
University was founded. How
doyou evaluatethe University

asitisnow?

Kuwait University, like many
other public facilities set up at
thetime, was affected by afair
share of problems and events.
When the university wasfounded,
most of the qualified graduates
were foreign and were working
in other governmental sectors,
such asmedicine and education.
This output was not enough,
and consequently the university
provided its own graduates.
Unfortunately, the university
has not set clear admission
policies nor has it modernized
its grading system. When it
was founded, the university
had a small faculty and 300
students. Today thefaculty has
increased to 1319 persons and
the university ishometo more
than 30000 students. There is
no doubt about the influential
roletheuniversity hasplayedin
Kuwait's history, but | believe
that this role could have more
beneficial and that we are not
applying the full potential of
Kuwaiti society.

y-. What are your opinions
regarding the current state of
higher education in Kuwait?
Officially, Kuwait University
and the Public Authority for
Applied Education are two
main institutions that provide
higher education in Kuwait.
However, theadvancement
ofhigher educationwas not
carried out withproper planning,
but instead was traditiona in
the sense thatexisting colleges
were expanded upon and new
colleges were established.
However, therewas still ahuge
number of students getting
admitted into the university and
the aforementioned institutions
were not doing muchto facilitate
thisincreasein the student bodly.

Thisinability to accommodate
studentswill have an effect on
the future stability and growth
of the university.

11. Are you familiar with the
labor market opportunities
availablefor graduates of Kuwait
University?

In 1966, Law No. 29 was
passed which stated that the
most important objective of the
university would beto provide
Kuwait with an influx of specialists
in every field. The university
has fulfilled and continues to
fulfill this objective, providing
thousands of graduateswho are
now employed in every aspect
of lifein Kuwait.

As | mentioned before, due
to its orthodox approach in
addressing everyday barriers
and problems, the university
has not been ableto fully tackle
them.The subject of higher
education and its relationship
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with the labor market arethemes
that have attracted the attention
of many interested in higher
education and the formation of
acompetent national workforce.
| have devoted several pagesin
my book to clarify this matter
and participated in seminarsand
several interviews, including
a symposium held by the
Association of Social Workersin
1987 involving the subject.

1 7. What isyour opinionregarding
private universitiesin Kuwait and
other Gulf Arab countries?
The emergence of private
universities in Kuwait is a
normal reaction to the higher
education ingtitutions' inability
to accommodate all the students
who have graduated from
high school. In addition, the
Ministry of Education’spolicy
regarding internal and external
scholarships emphasizeson the
lack of planning that goesinto
meeting the academic demands
of the population. Consequently,
Kuwait is in need of more
universities, and although most
private universitieswish only to
profit from this situation, there
are some who truly wish to
create aplatform for improving
economic, international and
political relations.

y¥. What is the educational
dimension that needs to be
achieved in reality?

Refining, developing and directing
our human resourcesis not an
easy task, and so the educational
dimension aoneisnot enoughin
raising aresponsibleindividual .
